Wiltshire ASDA Kwik Cricket County Finals – 24th June 2011 – Press Release
Trowbridge Cricket Club played host to the 2011 ASDA Kwik Cricket County finals last Friday on what was a fantastic day for primary school cricket in Wiltshire. Over the past month cluster festivals have been taking place throughout the county to decide the teams that would qualify for the county finals and in the end the day was comprised of 8 girls teams and 20 mixed teams taking place in two separate county final competitions.
The girls festival managed to beat the weather and finished whilst the sun was still shining. The format of the competition saw two group stages from which the winners of each came together for the overall county final. After winning all of their games in the group stages of the competition the girls finallists were Paxcroft and Broadchalke. Both schools fully deserved their places in the final following their group stage performances but in the end it was Broadchalke that managed to put more runs on the board in the final and secure their place as the county girls winners for 2011. They scored 260 compared with Paxcroft’s 227. Broadchalke now go on to represent Wiltshire in the regional finals at Exmouth CC for the second year running.
Unfortunately, the mixed competition did not manage to avoid the dark clouds as rain began to fall as the group stages came to a finish. However, this did not dampen spirits and the cricket continued in fine fashion. In the mixed competition there were four groups, meaning four teams qualified for semi-finals. These schools were Harnham, Preshute, Redlands and Holy Trinity.
Both semi-finals were closely fought matches which really showed how much quality there was on show throughout the competition. In the end Harnham managed to beat Preshute by 15 runs whilst Holy Trinity beat Redlands 9 runs.
